A Travelerôs Taleé(Dave Lamb).   

 

About 3 years ago I received some information by e-mail from an old friend.  The note mentioned a rock in rural Ne-

braska, called the ñFreedom Rockò, and knowing I traveled to Sturgis he thought it might be worthy a stop on the way.  I 

put the information aside and in 2009 I thought of visiting the location.  However, I was traveling with other companions 

and I did not bother deviating from planned (and routine) routes frequented.    

 

This year (2011) plans got altered, and my companion and I became the only travelers heading west.  So I decided this 

was an opportunity to visit this Freedo0m Rock.  I went on-line and researched the site, making note that the destination 

would be a small town called Creston in Iowa.  Usually on the third day of the outward trip we continue west on Hwy 

20, until we reach Sioux City, then detour along the Missouri Rive to Sioux Falls South Dakota and stop in Mitchell, 

before continuing to Spearfish.  This time we stopped in Fort Dodge and then headed south to find this masterpiece of a 

rock.  It just so happened to be the hottest day of the whole trip.  First, one needs to remind oneself that a map, which 

includes the central states, is deceptive.  What looks like a short distance is in fact the opposite. There is no such thing as 

short distance out there.  Now, we usually take a break every 100-150 km even for a few minutes, to stretch and have 

some water.  I foolishly kept thinking ñnext townò usually 25 to 30 miles further.  Well, over 200 km later (120 miles) 

we thought we had finally arrived.    

 

A local at a service station used his I-phone to GPS the exact location and advised us that we were 30 miles south of our 

intended destination, which translated to another 55 km, the better part of another hour.  Itôs peak temperature time in the 

afternoon as we reroute to the north to the town of Creston.  The GPS instructions suggested that the rock was on the 

south side of town and Bett and I kept our eyes peeled as we approached the village.  No rock.  As we crossed the inter-

section in town, Bett suddenly said there is the rock in front of that store.  I looked over and my jaw dropped.  Is this 

what I wasted most of a day on?  F**k .  I turned in to the parking lot and then started to laugh, after all what could I do?  

The time and effort was spent and the clock cannot be reversed.      The rock was sitting on a skid in front of a shop.  

Granted it was painted and the artist did a fine job.  The web site, however, described it as 17 ft. high, sitting in a field.  

Well, I just shook my head, convinced that the web photo had been photo-shopped, and I, along with many other tourists 

had been duped.

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We lost a day in travel, the hottest, most humid day so far, and had no hope of recouping lost time.  After the photos were 

taken we made our way to Omaha, and collapsed for the day.  Enough was enough.  I finished that dayôs ride with a lot of 

head shaking and muttering about the folly (mine) and the duplicity of those who represented this attraction.    

 

As you can well imagine, this day was discussed, rehashed, lamented, laughed off and rehashed over the course of the rest 

of the trip.  I had never been through Nebraska so that was a plus (we always avoided the state because of the need to put 

our helmets on).  We had seen some interesting sites on the way to the stupid rock.  After Omaha we enjoyed the route 

through the Sand Hills and entering the Badlands from the south.  Bettôs first trip gave ñnew eyesò to my 5th trip west 

since 1997.  The temperature moderated and enabled us to enjoy the beauty of the Badlands, Wall, Rushmore, Crazy 

Horse, Custer Park, Sturgis, Devilôs Tower and the ñrockò went to the back of the mind. I had hoped to get to Yellowstone, 

but losing a day made a lot of difference in time.  We took the north route home, through Minnesota, Wisconsin and the 

Upper Peninsula and down through Michigan.    

 

First thing I did at home, I jumped on the computer ready to blast the Freedom Rock web site, and spread the word that it 

was a farce, a scam, a rip-off.  The rock is touted to be 12 ft. high weighing 56 tons.  As I googled the site once again, I 

discovered a new truth.  There is actually such a rock.  It is NOT, however, in Creston Iowa.  It IS in Menlo Iowa, an-

other little town 70 km (39 miles) further north of Creston.
